THIS MONTHôS FEATURE 

òVery cute lamb,ó my 
friend said. òPity about 
the name.ó I could hardly 
contain my laughter.   
 

I had been taking a computer 

class at the junior college, 

and what better idea for that 

seasonôs naming theme than 

computer terminology.  

Adobe, Excel, Hewlett, HP, 

Kilobyteðyou get the drift.  

We had adopted the name 

theme tradition with the 

original flock of Soay sheep 

we had imported from Can-

ada. The Canadians had in-

herited it from the 

English, who had 

originally exported 

the sheep to North 

America.  In the 

UK, a lot of keep-

ers name their 

lambs based on a 

letter in the alpha-

bet. All names 

begin with A the 

farmerôs first 

lambing season, B 

the second, C the third, etc.  
  

   But Canadian flock tender 

George Berci liked pizzazz 

and started his first year with 

herbs:  Chamo-

mile, Rosemary, 

Rue, and Basil. 

The second year it 

was gems: Dia-

mond, Emerald, 

Saphire (his spell-

ing) Ruby and 

Topaz.  George 

was a colorful 

character, a swami-looking 

fellow with bushy gray 

hair and a massive, silver 

beard. He was confined to a 

wheelchair after a 35-foot 

fall from a tree which  

had broken 

his back and 

left him para-

lyzed a quar-

t er- cen t u r y 

earlier. In 

spite of hav-

ing lived in 

Quebec for 

forty years, 

his strong 

H u n g a r i a n 

accent had 

never softened and his  

command of the English 

languageéwell he never 

commanded the English lan-

guage. He typed with just 

one finger, the 

keyboard teeter-

ing on a lapboard 

across his wheel-

chair. In combi-

nation with the 

phonetic spelling 

of his version of 

English, this led 

to some unusual 

monikers for his lambs. 
 

   Valôs and my plan was to 

manage and market lambs 

from both locations as a sin-

gle flock (our two farms are 

fifty miles apart). This made 

a naming theme practical for 

us, and we added a couple of 

twists. We used an alphabeti-

cal order within each theme: 

Audi, Bonneville, Corvette, 

Dakota, etc., and we gave 

twins names that began with 

the same letter.  
 

   American automobile 

models may have been one 

of our more inventive 

themes. Other years we 

chose members of Georgeôs 

family: Berci, JoJo, Maya, 

Brandy; Scottish towns: 

Paisley, Miavig, Uig; and 

Emerald

    I had already gone through 

my entire list of  ñGò names 

so this little fellow went 

without a name for some 

time. Then one morning, an 

email came from Wales. 

ñCall him óGiftô,ò it read. 

ñHe was, after all, a last gift 

from his father.ò You see, 

York died just a few weeks 

after this last son was born. 

And so ñGiftò it was.

scientists of history: Kepler, 

Pavlov, and Mendel. Some 

years we would make it al-

most to the end of the alpha-

bet: Argyll to Wick; others 

we would not. Val managed 

our husbandry and mar-

keting scheme from her 

farm and by working 

with the same list we 

knew the exact age of 

each lamb within ñthe 

flock.ò  She could tell 

from our joint birth ros-

ter that everyone from 

ñEdselò to ñIsuzuò, no 

matter on which farm, 

was due for its first shot 

or was old enough to be 

weaned and shipped. But 

ñJettaò to ñTriumphò were 

still too young.  
 

   Themes gave us a system 

that enabled us to catch tran-

scription errors when build-

ing a database. We could tell 

that while Chehalem 

(Oregon names) and Pista-

chio (trees) were full brother 

and sister, they could not be 

twins as I had them listed. 

And Venturi (scientists) 

could not be Ilanôs 

(Georgeôs family) father 

because scientists were six 

years after Georgeôs family.  
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All advice in this newsletter has 

been used successfully on our 

farm. It is important to remember 

that every animal and situation is 

different. Before you try any of 

our suggestions, we urge you to 

consult your veterinarian.

   As the years have gone by, 

Val retired and we were no 

longer marketing animals 

from two locations. As my 

memory was starting to fail, 

I could not remember which 

year was what theme. To 

know the age of a particular 

animal, I had to go back and 

check my files. As I got 

more involved with this pro-

ject, age became more im-

portant to me and I needed 

to know how old a sheep 

was as I looked at it in the 

barn. So I turned back to the 

British tradition of using the 

alphabet. Because I was 

switching over in 2006, I 

started with ñFò (the sixth 

letter of the alphabet). Now I 

instantly know that Fyne, 

Fiona and Fingal, even the 

dog, Foula, and goose, 

Fancy, were all born in 

2006.  I have tried to stick 

with Scottish names, but this 

has proved extremely diffi-

cult. Some lambs ended 

up with very strange 

names like Fianuis, 

Giuran and Garavanð

all of whom Iôm certain 

got new ñnicknamesò 

the minute they left my 

farm. 2009ôs ñIò is go-

ing to be a challenge.   
 

   This system has also 

allowed me to 

ñsegregateò the flock 

with the use of a name. 

All of my AI (artificially 

inseminated) lambs were 

given an ñHò name of a 

member of their fatherôs 

flock in the UK: Hamilton, 

Hector, Hamish, etc. All the 

rest got conventional ñHò 

place names: Hereford, Hart-

ford and Haven.  
 

   By the way, Excel, that 

cute lamb with the pitiful 

name, grew up to be my 

friendôs favorite. She doesnôt 

tease me about my goofy 

names anymore.
